Read - Ezekiel 37: 1-10 

 

The Fruit of Godly Wisdom: 

- Revival in the Church 

Ezek 37:10 So I prophesied as He commanded me, and the breath came into them, and they 

came to life and stood on their feet, an exceedingly great army. 

 
- Unity in the Body:  

 Vs 10 speaks of a n exceeding great army.  

 
Characteristics of an army: 

- Unity – Moving together to accomplish the mission 

- Discipline 

- Order

What is our position we need to take in to follow Godly Wisdom? 

- To surrender to the Lordship of Christ 

Galatians 2:20 I have been crucified with Christ; and it is no longer I who live, but Christ lives 

in me; and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me 

and gave Himself up for me. 

 

- Deny yourself 

Matthew 16:24-25 Then Jesus said to His disciples, “If anyone wishes to come after Me, he 

must deny himself, and take up his cross and follow Me. 25For whoever wishes to save his life 

will lose it; but whoever loses his life for My sake will find it. 

 

- Tune in to hear Holy Spirit speak. 

Ezek 37:1 The hand of the LORD was upon me, and He brought me out by the Spirit of the 

LORD and set me down in the middle of the valley; and it was full of bones. 

 

- Prophesy in Faith –  Two things must be proclaimed (Prophesied): 

 

- God’s Word 

Ezek 37:4 Again He said to me, “Prophesy over these bones and say to them, ‘O dry bones, 

hear the word of the LORD.’ 

 

- The Spirit of God must be proclaimed 

Ezek 37:5 Thus says the Lord GOD to these bones, ‘Behold, I will cause breath to enter you 

that you may come to life. 

 

Ezek 37:9 Then He said to me, “Prophesy to the breath, prophesy, son of man, and say to 

the breath, ‘Thus says the Lord GOD, “Come from the four winds, O breath, and breathe on 

these slain, that they come to life.”
